International Premiere of Czech Dream at IFF Locarno

Prague, 4 August 2004 –  The graduate film project of directors Vít Klusák and Filip Remunda, Czech Dream (CZ 2004, 87 min.), has been selected for the official section Filmmakers of the Present at the International Film Festival in Locarno. This section traditionally showcases both documentaries and feature films whose makers experiment with film forms. 


The documentary, which sparked a discussion in Czech society about the consumerist lifestyle, will have its international premiere at the prestigious festival on Sunday, August 8th. 





Another film selected for the non-competition section Filmmakers of the Present is the international project Visions Of Europe, produced by the Danish film company Zentropa in co-operation with ARTE. The film, consisting of 25 five-minute contributions by directors from European Union member states, presents the filmmakers’ visions of Europe’s future. Representing the Czech Republic is Saša Gedeon with his short film Unisono in which European cultural attachés based in Prague sing the Czech national anthem Kde domov můj (Where is My Home?).





At the festival, which begins today, August 4th, and lasts till August 14th, besides Czech Dream, Jan Němec’s Landscape of My Heart (CZ 2004, 55 min.) will be shown in the official Video Section. The film will compete for the Golden Leopard Video C.P. Company award, the winner of which will receive a prize of 30,000 SFR.
