CFC at the Central European Cinema Stand at the Berlinale 2006

Prague, 6 February 2006 – As in years past, Czech Film Center will represent and promote Czech cinematography at the upcoming European Film Market (EFM) during the Berlin International Film Festival from February 9-19, 2006. But there is a small change this year – the header Central European Cinema. That’s the name of the communal Central European Cinema stand in the market’s new location in the Martin-Gropius-Bau. CFC has teamed up with film institutions from Hungary, Poland, Slovakia, and Slovenia to operate a 74-m2 stand to promote the cinematography and film industries from the five countries.

CFC’s official partners for this year’s stand at the Berlinale are Barrandov Studios, Nova World Sales, Karlovy Vary International Film Festival, and Zlín International Film Festival for Children and Youth.

As this year’s Czech Shooting Star 2006, young actor Pavel Liška will be introduced to the international press and film industry professionals. For three days (11-14 Feb), he and his European colleagues will be given myriad opportunities to meet international journalists and casting agents.

· Talking Czech Film panel discussion 

The Czech Center in Berlin will host the Talking Czech Film panel discussion at 7 p.m. on Monday, February 13. Devoted to emerging trends in Czech documentary film, this year’s discussion, “Open Confrontation with Reality – Situational Films in Czech Documentary,” will be moderated by Claas Danielsen, director of the International Leipzig Festival for Documentary and Animated Film. The panelists – Filip Remunda (Czech Dream), Lucie Králová (The Ill-fated Child), and Jan Gogola (head of programming department at ČT Brno, dramaturg and director) – represent the young generation of documentary filmmakers.

Marek Najbrt’s second feature-length film, Protektor (producer: Negativ) has been selected for the Co-Production Market, which runs from February 12-14.
