Czech Films 2005 Catalogue and DVD Hot Off the Press!

Prague, 6 February 2006 – Czech Film Center’s first publishing endeavor of every year is its catalogue and DVD of Czech Films released in the previous year, and this year is no exception: the wine-colored catalogue and DVD of Czech Films 2005 have arrived. The only major change to this year’s concept is the inclusion of documentary films on the DVD.


CFC’s annual catalogues map Czech film production in the given year and notify readers of upcoming film premieres, thereby helping organizers of major film festivals to schedule screenings and international premieres of Czech films in Europe and beyond.


The 2005 catalogue and DVD of Czech Films include information on 20 fiction films, 16 documentaries, and 14 short films which premiered in 2005, as well as 20 fiction films scheduled for release in 2006. For each film there is a synopsis, technical information, and the producer/international seller’s contact information. Info on films released in 2005 also includes a brief bio of the director and his/her filmography. Lastly, the catalogue contains relevant statistics and a list of Czech production companies, distributors, sellers, institutions, organizations, and film festivals and schools.


The 2005 DVD, CFC’s third, serves as a supplement to the catalogue and provides information on 20 fiction films that premiered in 2005 and contains interviews with their directors and film trailers. For the first time ever, this year’s DVD also features 16 documentaries, complete with information and trailers.

Information on all the films included in the catalogue and DVD is also available at CFC’s web site www.filmcenter.cz , where visitors can also download the entire catalogue.

The catalogue and DVD are in both Czech and English and will be presented to the professional public at the Berlin International Film Festival following the Talking Czech Film panel discussion “Open Confrontation with Reality – Situational Films in Czech Documentary,” which will focus on new trends in Czech documentary film and begins at 7 p.m. on February 13 at the Czech Center in Berlin.
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
