Upcoming Czech Films to be Presented to Foreign Film Professionals at Finale in Pilsen

Prague, March 14, 2006 – As part of the 19th annual Finále Pilsen Film Festival 2006, Czech Film Center has organized the Panel of Upcoming fictional films, This year’s panel, the fifth in a row , will be held on Friday, April 7, 2006 at 10:30 in Měšťanská beseda in Pilsen.
As in past years, the selected upcoming fictional projects in various stages of completion – from finished screenplays to those in production and post-production – will be presented in person their producers, directors, or screenwriters.

And, as usual, this year’s panel will be accompanied by a bilingual brochure – this time with information on almost 40 upcoming projects – that will serve throughout the year as a practical guide and resource informing readers about what’s in the works on the Czech film scene.

The panel will be moderated by film journalist Tomáš Baldýnský.

Between each block of presentations on Friday the professional public will have an opportunity to learn about the following initiatives concerning the Czech film industry:

· Warner Bros. CZ and co-production opportunities for Czech films

· RWE & Barrandov Studios Film Foundation

· Media Desk Czech Republic, which will introduce its new director, Bára Ondrejčáková
A number of European film festival representatives and other foreign film professionals have promised to participate in the panel, including: Sergio Germani, Venice IFF advisor for the Czech Republic; Robert Richter, San Sebastian IFF advisor for Eastern Europe; Christophe Leparc, Cannes IFF – Critics’ Week section; Dimitri Eipides, advisor to the Thessaloniki and Toronto film festivals; Vienna Film Fund director Peter Zawrel; Berlin producer Andreas Eicher (co-producer of Juraj Nvota‘ film Music), and many other foreign producers, distributors, and international sellers whose participation was arranged by CFC and Finále Pilsen Film Festival.

“Both the closed screenings at the festival in Pilsen as well as the Panel of Upcoming Films have always helped me select Czech films for the festival in San Sebastian, and I believe that is reflected in the fact that Czech films regularly appear in the festival’s program,” says San Sebastian International Film Festival advisor Robert Richter. “Meeting with Czech producers and directors is as much a part of the panel as the brochure, which makes my work easier all year long,” adds Richter.
