CZECH filmS travelING ACROSS GERMANY aND AUSTRIA

Prague-Hamburg, 11 May 2007 – Czech on Tour 2007, a traveling showcase of Czech films organized by Czech Film Center for the second year running, kicked off on this week in Hamburg. From May to November 2007 a total of 8 Czech fiction films, documentaries, and short films will be screened for German and Austrian audiences in more than 20 cities.
Czech on Tour kicked off Tuesday a week of screenings (May 8-14) in six German and Austrian cities. Ivana Miloševičová’s Never Been Better, which had its international premiere at HotDocs in Toronto, is slated to open the whole project, and the director will present her film in person at all the screenings in all the cities. 
The showcase concept, which offers cinemas a package of Czech films for a good price during a six-month period, is helping to create a “minidistribution” channel for Czech films in Germany and Austria. The project aims to bring a cross-section of Czech film productions from the last two years regularly to large-scale foreign audiences, and thereby lay the groundwork for more Czech films making their way to these countries in the future.
Among the other films in the showcase are directing debuts such as Restart from Julius Ševčík, Shark in the Head from Marie Procházková or The Indian and the Nurse from Dan Wlodarczyk. The list is augmented by movies from well-known directors, i.e. Petr Zelenka’s Tales of Ordinary Madness and Jan Švankmajer’s Lunacy. And this year’s showcase also includes two documentaries: Besides the aforementioned Never Been Better, viewers in Germany and Austria can look forward to Miroslav Janek’s Vierka. 
Ivana Miloševičová on Czech on Tour: “Czech on Tour is a project that enables German audiences to learn something about other themes than they normally see in German cinemas. Thus Czech on Tour also symbolizes something like ‘film and thoughts in motion.’”
“This year, in cooperation with Czech producers and Czech Centers abroad, we managed to increase the number of films with German subtitles to half the total, which will attract more viewers to the cinemas to see Czech films,” stated Jana Černík from the Czech Film Center.
The other partners of Czech on Tour 2007 include Kinamethek Hamburg, the Czech Centers in Berlin, Dresden, Munich, and Vienna, the Federal Union for Communal Film Work, and AG Kino – the guild of German art-house theaters. Czech on Tour 2007 was supported by the Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic and the Czech-German Future Fund.
