Five Czech Co-production Projects to be Presented at EAVE Workshop in Prague from Nov 19-26

Prague, November 14, 2007 – This year, Czech Film Center, in co-operation with Media Desk Czech Republic, held a three-part educational seminar under the name Mini EAVE for the producers of selected Czech projects. The participating producers now have a chance to present their projects within the framework of last session of the European training program EAVE, for which some 150 professionals from the European film industry will come to Prague from November 19-26.

From January to September of this year, a total of five Czech film projects with European co-production potential underwent intensive preparation in the areas of dramaturgy (led by Martin Daniel), marketing and pitching (led by Sibylle Kurz), and financing (led by Danny Krausz).

Czech “Mini EAVE” consists of the following projects: It’s Just an Old Cottage (d: Slobodanka Radun, p: Richard Němec/Verbascum), Granddaughter (d: Lenka Kny, p: Viktor Schwarcz/Cineart TV Prague, Aleš Hudský/Synergia Film), Hitler´s Money (d: Tomáš Mašín, p: Monika Kristlová/Dawson Production), Part-Time Virgin (d: Jan Prušinovský, p: Ondřej Zima/Evolution Films), and Testament (d: Julius Ševčík, p: Karla Stojáková/Axman Production).

The final gathering of this year’s EAVE training program, which will be held in Prague from November 19-26, will be attended by decision makers from all over Europe, i.e. representatives of European funds, co-production forums or broadcasters, to whom the prepared projects might be of interest. The occasion will provide the five Czech “Mini Eave” participants and their fellow EAVE program participants from all over Europe an opportunity to network with those industry heavyweights, and thus a unique opportunity to plug into European film industry structures.

About  EAVE

EAVE (European Audiovisual Entrepreneurs) is a professional organization providing intensive and innovative training program aimed at developing the skills of established producers and professionals working in European film, television, and documentary production. The aim of the program is to revive and refine the approach to production and co-production and to foster co-operation. The EAVE training program is comprised of three sessions held over the course of 12 months during which the participants work on their projects intensively.
