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Czech Cinematography at Film Festival and Market in Cannes
Press Release
Prague, May 6, 2008 – The 61st Cannes International Film Festival will take place on the French Riviera from May 14–25, 2008.  In the festival’s Official Selection, the Czech Republic is represented by Naus, a short film by FAMU student Lukáš Glaser.

At the coinciding film market, Czech Film Center (CFC) will represent Czech cinematography and the national film industry in the Czech-Slovak Pavilion. During the festival, the pavilion will host presentations of the IFF for Children and Youth in Zlín and of director Tomáš Mašín and Dawson Production’s film project Three Seasons in Hell, as well as Barrandov Studios’ traditional Monday afternoon cocktail party. Producer Jiří Konečný will represent the Czech Republic as Producer on the Move at the festival in Cannes. 
Director Lukáš Glaser’s short animated film Naus will be screened in the Salle Buñuel theater on Friday, May 23 as part of the Cinéfondation Selection, which showcases student films parallel to the Cannes festival’s Official Selection.
At this year’s Marché du film, the festival’s coinciding market where some 4,200 movies intended for sales and distribution are presented each year, two Czech films will be screened: Jiří Vejdělek’s Václav, represented by Eliška Kaplický-Fuchsová from Simply Cinema, and Adolf Zika’s documentary Jan Saudek, represented by Zipo Film.

As in past years, this year’s Producer on the Move project, organized by European Film Promotion, of which CFC is a member and which is aimed at supporting and promoting European film, will also place a Czech producer in the international limelight. Producer Jiří Konečný from Endorfilm will present his projects to 21 European colleagues on international soil during the festival. (see www.efp-online.com)
The Czech-Slovak Pavilion will operate at the market from May 14–25. Besides the usual Welcome Drink (5:00 p.m., Friday, May 16), the pavilion will host on Sunday, May 18 a presentation of Three Seasons in Hell, a co-production project by debuting director Tomáš Mašín and produced by Dawson Production, and on Monday, May 19 will serve as the venue for a press conference held by the International Film Festival Zlín and for Barrandov Studios’ annual cocktail party.
