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The IFF in Pusan to Show 2 Czech Films – Night Owls and René

Prague, 2 October 2008 – South Korea’s city of Pusan will see the start of its 13th international film festival today, with two Czech films being presented – Night Owls (Děti noci) by Michaela Pavlátová and Helena Třeštíková’s René. Both films will personally be introduced by people behind the films – screenwriter Irena Hejdová and director Helena Třeštíková. The Czech Film Center will be presenting Czech cinematography with European Film Promotion at the festival and at the concurrent film market.
Following the films Marta in 2006 and Rules of Lies (Pravidla lži) last year, there will 2 Czech films to see in Pusan this year. Screenwriter Irena Hejdová will be introducing Night Owls in the World Cinema section, which presents interesting American and European films to the public. Director Helena Třeštíková will be introducing the documentary René, which was selected for the Wide Angle section – showing competing (only Asian films) and non-competing documentaries, shorts and animated films. This will be the second time the Czech Film Center (CFC) will be participating in the Pusan festival. An umbrella stand of European Film Promotion, a European organisation that the CFC is a member of, will be operating at the concurrently-running Asian Film Market. In addition to the films being shown at the festival, the CFC will be presenting other new Czech cinematography here. The participation of both Czech authors at the festival is possible thanks to the CFC’s financial participation in the European Film Promotion programme. 
The festival in Pusan also falls under the 7 non-European festivals to which the Film Sales Support programme (established by none other than European Film Promotion) is connected. Film Sales Support is meant for producers or sales companies of the films that were selected for the festival and cover the expenses connected with the marketing of the film at the given festival up to a maximum amount of EUR 5000. Thanks to the CFC’s membership in European Film Promotion, Czech production companies or sales have also been able to request this support since 2002.
The Negativ production company received this support, amounting to EUR 3400, for the festival in Pusan with the film Night Owls. For more information see www.efp-online.com.
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
