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The Karamazovs to Open Film Festival in Moscow
Press Release

Prague 15 October 2008 - The second annual “2morrow” festival begins in Moscow on 17 October 2008. One of the films competing in the festival is Petr Zelenka’s film The Karamazovs, which is also the film that will open the entire festival. The Czech actress Aňa Geislerová will also be sitting in the main jury.
The “2morrow” festival, which will be held this year on 17-20 October, focuses on films meant primarily for distribution in art-house cinemas. The festival’s organisers look for pictures that are distinguished by artistic originality and creativity that also do not lack the potential to be successful with the widest possible public. The competition is meant for feature films, but it is also open to exceptional documentaries and animated films. The festival also has a non-competing section in which it will be possible to view another 32 films. 
Zelenka’s The Karamazovs will also be competing for the awards in the four main categories (image, sound, actors, story) along with nine other films. The international jury also has some interesting personalities, including Czech actress Aňa Geislerová (Teddy Bear 2007, Something Like Happiness 2005). Its other members include, for example, American director Abel Ferrara or the world-renowned Dutch photographer and director Anton Corbijn.
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Czech cinematography was also represented in the main section of last year’s “2morrow” festival with the film It’s Gonna Get Worse by director Petr Nikolaev.
