A Dozen of Czech Films to Appear at the Berlinale
Press Release
Prague, January 3, 2009  – After a long absence, a Czech children’s film has been selected to screen at the 59th annual international film festival in Berlin, where Czech Film Center will represent Czech cinematography for the seventh year running. Marie Procházková’s second feature film, Who Is Afraid of the Wolf, will appear in the Generation Kplus competition. In addition to works from the young generation of filmmakers, the festival’s Retrospective section will feature veteran director Věra Chytilová’s Prefab Story  together with Jan Švankmajer’s short film Dimensions of Dialogue.
As in years past at the European Film Market, CFC will represent Czech cinematography and the domestic film industry together with other film institutes from Hungary, Slovenia, Poland and Slovakia. Under the name Central European Cinema, the 75m2 stand will serve as a hub for distributors, producers and sales agents from the participating countries. CFC’s official partners at this year’s EFM are Czech Television, Zlín IFF and Karlovy Vary IFF. 

Ten other Czech films will be promoted at the EFM, an important component of the entire festival, all of which either premiered in Czech theatres last year or are scheduled for release this spring: English Strawberries (sales: Simply Cinema), Night Owls (sales: Rendez-vous Pictures), Womanizer (sales: Intra-movies), Guard No. 47 (sales: Czech Television), Goat Story – The Old Prague Legends (represented by: Art and Animation Studio), René (sales: Taskovski Films), The Great Thaw (sales: SPI International), Tobruk (sales: Intra-movies), Veni, vidi, vici (sales: SPI International) and My Husband’s Women (sales: SPI International).
