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 “Made in Prague” film tour of Great Britain starts in London

Prague, 6 March 2009 – From March 6 to May 4, an exclusive selection of eight Czech films will tour Great Britain this year. For the second year running, the Czech Film Center is organizing this traveling festival, namely in cooperation with the Czech Centre in London and the Picturehouse Cinema chain and under the auspices of the European Commission. The two-month traveling showcase will present 61 screenings in 13 different localities from London to Aberdeen, Scotland.
Helena Třeštíková will open the festival in London on Friday, March 6, with her award-winning documentary film René.  After the opening night in London’s Curzon Renoir theatre, more films will be projected over the weekend. Then, the showcase will hit the road on a tour of various regions in Great Britain.
Besides René, audiences will have a chance to see the documentary Citizen Havel, offering not only a portrait of the former president but also a glimpse behind the scenes of Czech politics. The excellent quality of contemporary documentary filmmaking is exemplified by a double bill from Jan Šikl’s Private Century series. In his documentaries See You in Denver and With Kisses from Your Love, 20th-century European history unfurls against the backdrop of family film archives. 

The selection would naturally not be complete without a few feature films. Among them is the popular Empties by Jan Svěrák, who is known to British audiences not only for his Oscar-winning Kolja but also for the Czech-British co-production Dark Blue World. Jan Hřebejk, whose bittersweet comedy Teddy Bear will have its British premiere at the festival, has also seen his work in British distribution before – Divided We Fall. Vladimír Michálek’s drama Of Parents and Children, which reflects on a complicated relationship between a father a son, was very warmly received by audiences at its British premiere at the London Film Festival. Representing the youngest generation of filmmakers is Karin Babinská, whose feature-film debut Dolls is also set to open the London Lesbian & Gay Film Festival.
