Czech-In Cinema 35 – Paris Festival of Czech Films Reverberates in Prague 

Prague, September 7, 2009 – Czech-In Cinema 35, a series of Czech film screenings, will be held at the French Institute in Prague from September 15-24, 2009. The event is organized by Czech Film Center and the French Institute and sponsored by the Czech Ministry of Culture and Expats.cz. CFC thereby follows up on Czech-In pour le cinéma tchèque, held in Paris in June. A total of six films made in the past decade will be screened in Prague. 

As we announced earlier this year, Czech-In pour le cinéma tchèque was the first showcase of Czech films organized in France since 1989. Aimed at raising the profile of contemporary Czech cinema, the event was organized by Czech Film Center with the support of the Ministry of Culture and the Czech Center in Paris. The festival coincided with the end of the Czech Presidency of the EU. 

The program for Prague’s Cinema 35 includes five feature films and one documentary. All the movies will be screened in the original version with French subtitles. It is a unique opportunity for both Czech and French audiences to see a selection from the Paris event, and in particular an opportunity for French-speakers who do not speak Czech to discover the best of contemporary Czech cinema. The following films will be screened: 

September 15: Wrong Side Up 
September 16: Return of the Idiot 
September 17: Jan Werich’s Fimfárum
September 22: Citizen Havel 
September 23: Zelary
September 24: Who’s Afraid of the Wolf

The festival will open at 7:00 p.m., on Tuesday, September 15, with Wrong Side Up (2005), a comedy about relationships and the absurdity of everyday life, starring Ivan Trojan. Director and screenwriter Petr Zelenka, who has experience with French audiences, will present his film in person. Zelenka’s acclaimed debut Buttoners (1997) was distributed in France (Action Gitanes) in 1998, and his latest project, currently in pre-production, also has a French connection. Director Petr Zelenka shared more with us: 
“My next film will surprisingly feature a French theme – a humorous look at the Munich betrayal. I haven’t ruled out the possibility of finding a French co-producer, preferably one who hates France. And so let this serve as a call to potential collaborators.”
