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Czech Documentary All That Glitters Awarded
at Leipzig Documentary Film Festival

Prague, October 25, 2010 – The feature-length documentary All That Glitters won two prizes at the 53rd International Leipzig Festival for Documentary and Animated Film (October 18-24, 2010). The first is the MDR Film Award for an outstanding Eastern European documentary film. The second victory came in the form of the Healthy Workplaces Film Award, supported by the European Agency for Safety and Health at Work (EU-OSHA) and given to the best documentary on a work-related topic. The Czech film competed with 346 films from 58 countries.
Director Tomáš Kudrna’s film explores the various powers and influences surrounding a goldmine in Kyrgyzstan called Kumtor and spotlights the strange blend of capitalism and democracy in this post-Soviet country where time seems to have stood still. The stories of those living in Barskon, a remote village in the Central Asian republic and home of the goldmine, do not seem very dramatic at a glance. At the same time, this is where some of our modern-day world’s biggest powers intersect. It is like a crossroads, reflecting the political rivalry between the United States and Russia, the religious tension between Christianity and Islam, and the pressure between mighty China and its business rivals. All That Glitters reveals a distinctive form of capitalism and democracy emerging in a country that actually resembles an open-air Soviet museum.
In 2007, Tomáš Kudrna developed his film while participating in Documentary Campus Masterschool, a workshop aimed at developing documentaries with potential for success in global markets and broader public appeal. The film was subsequently selected for the official program at the international festival DOK Leipzig, where it racked up this distinctive achievement. DOK Leipzig is one of the most important festivals in Germany and also among the top international events focusing on documentary and animated film.
