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Animation Production between Prague and Dresden
Press Release
Prague / Dresden 12 April 2011 – Another two parts of the large project that aims at presenting various areas of Czech and German animated film will take place during the international festival of short and animated films in Dresden (12 - 17 April). The third part is an excursion that will take place on Thursday 14 April. A bus will go from Dresden to Prague to the production sites of Czech animated films. The last part of the entire project will culminate on Friday 15 April with an exhibition of collages from the film Surviving Life, which Jan Švankmajer will inaugurate in person. 
On Thursday the Studio Tour Animation Prague will introduce the international guests of Filmfest Dresden and animators working in Saxony to animation studios, sound and video postproduction studios and specialised workshops for puppet and animated films.
Directors, animators and producers from Germany and also from Poland, Great Britain, Romania, Serbia and Bosnia and Herzegovina will be participating in the one-day tour.

The long-term goal is to create a common platform for animated film in this region, as it has a long tradition in both the Czech Republic and in Saxony. 
During the Filmfest Dresden the world-renowned artist and surrealist Jan Švankmajer will be introducing a selection of his collages that originated during the making of his most recent film Surviving Life. In addition to the collages the Dresden public will also get to see two short “making of…” films, which will introduce them to Švankmajer’s work as a film director and creator of cut-out animation. In addition to Jan Švankmajer, the exhibition will be inaugurated by the Consul-General of the Czech Republic in Dresden, Jarmila Krejčíková, and Fritz Arendt from the Saxon Ministry of Science and the Fine Arts. The exhibition can be seen in the Dresden Technical Collections museum until 10 July.
We heartily invite you to a press conference with Jan Švankmajer, which will take place before the exhibition at 1:00 p.m. in the cinema on the 1st floor of the Dresden Technical Collections museum, Junghansstraße 1-3, 01277 Dresden. 
Jan Švankmajer will introduce the Dresden premiere of Surviving Life in person in the Schauberg cinema on Friday, 15 April at 10:00 p.m. as part of events surrounding this exhibition.
