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Growth in the Area of Upcoming Czech Feature and Animated Projects
Press Release
Prague, 19 April 2011 – The gala tenth annual presentation of upcoming projects will take place at the 24th Finále Plzeň, as presented in a brochure of a total of 84 projects from the area of Czech feature and animated films. The panel of 20 projects selected from the brochure will traditionally be held by the Czech Film Center and will take place on Friday 22 April from 10:30 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. in the Small Hall of Měšťanská beseda in Plzeň. As in previous years, Tomáš Baldýnský will moderate the presentation.
Most of the 84 projects that appear in the Czech-English brochure are, as usual, in their first phase, i.e. in development (46 projects to be exact), 23 of the 84 projects are in production and 15 in post-production. Thus the number of upcoming projects increased by 35% compared with last year’s brochure. The total number of 11 animated films remained the same as last year, which demonstrates the interest in animation in spite of the fact that the development and production of this genre is among the most demanding in terms of finances and time. 
The 20 projects that the producers will be presenting in person at Finále Plzeň include Jakub Sommer’s retrocomedy ČSFR (A Czech-Slovak Film Romance). Or we can look forward to Jan Bártek’s directorial debut Monsters and Detectives from the area of children’s films. Nor will Jan Švankmajer’s newest black comedy Insects be missing. The projects currently in production will include The Blacksmith from Woodham (director: Pavel Göbl), a fairy tale with a combination of actors, classic puppets and 3D animation. Another long-awaited 3D fantasy film packed with special effects, The Last of Aporver (director: Tomáš Krejčí), will be presented just like the historical epic Lidice (director: Petr Nikolaev). 
“According to the projects documented in this year’s brochure the diversity of genres and themes has been sustained. Plus one third of the projects represent debuts and international co-productions. Excellent conditions for Czech cinematography on the international field,” stated Jana Černík from the Czech Film Center in summary of the state of the film projects in this year’s brochure.
