Czech films in Cannes – student film Cagey Tigers in Cinéfondation and the co-production Milovaní to wind up the film festival
Prague, 11 May 2011 – The 64th Cannes International Film Festival will be taking place from 11 to 22 May 2011 and, as usual, Czech cinematography will be there. Two films will be represented in the official program – the student film Cagey Tigers from director Aramisova and the co-production film Les Biens-aimés by director Christophe Honoré, to which Negativ contributed and which will ceremoniously wind up the entire festival.

The Czech Republic will once again be presenting itself on the film market through the Czech Film Center pavilion.
The Czech Film Center’s pavilion has been operating and representing Czech cinematography in Cannes since the year 2004. This year it is once again together with the Slovak Film Institute and the grand opening will be the traditional welcome drink, which will take place on Friday, 13 May from 5:00 p.m. On Sunday 15 May the ceremonial Barrandov Studios cocktail party will be held in the pavilion from 5:00 p.m., celebrating the 80th anniversary of the founding of the studios.
The aforementioned two films will be presented in the official festival program. A short film from the Film and TV School of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (FAMU), Cagey Tigers by director Aramisova, was selected for the Cinéfondation section of student films and will be screened on Friday 20 May from 11:00 a.m. in Salle Buñuel. Zuzana Špidlová‘s Bába was the last Czech film to be shown in this section, winning the main prize in 2009. This year’s jury is headed by the celebrated French director Michel Gondry. Director Christophe Honoré’s co-production, Les Biens-Aimés, which was made as a co-production with the Czech company Negativ, winds up the entire festival on Sunday, 22 May.

Four Czech films will be shown, offered for sale or for showing at festivals at the Marché du Film film market this year: the directorial debut of former President Václav Havel based on his theatre play Havel’s Leaving, an impressive record of personal experience from Czechoslovakia's communist era, Eighty Letters by Václav Kadrnka, the semi-documentary story of the world-renowned rescue of Jews by Nicholas Winton in the 2nd World War, Nicky’s Family from director Matěj Mináč and lastly the most recent film from director Martin Šulík Gypsy, which tells the story of a boy who, after the death of his father, tries to go beyond the boundaries of the Gypsy camp and tries to improve the lives of his siblings.

This year’s Czech representative in the Producer on the Move event, held by European Film Promotion (an institution in which the Czech Film Center is a member and which promotes European film at international festivals and markets), is producer Radim Procházka. During the three-day event for young European producers he will have the chance to introduce his body of work, and especially his new upcoming projects, to an international professional public. The event will take place from 14 to 17 May and this year the number of participants is the highest in the 12-year history of the entire project.
Radim Procházka from RADIM PROCHÁZKA PRODUCTION is a promising young producer who already has several feature films under his belt, films that have received many film nominations and awards. He received both a Czech Lion award and the Film Critic’s award for his feature debut, Rules of Lying and last year's film The Greatest Czechs.  He is currently preparing a project with documentarist Karel Vachek, Play Brecht!, and a historical drama under the direction of Robert Sedláček, Fagus.
The Czech Film Center is organising the pavilion representing Czech and Slovak cinematography at this year’s festival in Cannes with the support of the Czech Ministry of Culture and the Prague City Hall. Barrandov Studios and the International Film Festival in Karlovy Vary are the official partners.
